2010 VOCATIONAL SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
INTRODUCTION

The APWU National Executive Board established the Vocational Scholarship to help students interested in
programs of study leading to trade, technical, industrial or vocational occupations that can include: Culinary,
Medical or Dental Assistant, Electrician, Reai Estate, Auto Mechanic, Certified I/T-Computer Education, Massage
Therapy or Cosmetology. At least two recipients from each of the five postal regions will receive $1,000 for up

to three consecu~ive years of school.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

,/ A senior attending high school or other corresponding secondary school.

,/ Child or grandchild, including stepchild or legally adopted child of an active member, Retirees Department
member, or deceased member of the American Postal Workers Union .

./ Parent or grandparent must be a full dues paying member or retirees member lasdefined in theAPWUNational
Constitution and Bylaws, reference Article 3, Section 1, Section 4(d)] in good standing for at least one year immediately
preceding application deadline or must have been a member for one year immediately preceding death .

./ Recipients for the Vocational awards must attend an accredited community college, vocational school or
vocational program.

,/ Must maintain [status report to be provided to APWU annually):
1. "all average, or
2. "Pass" if Pass/Fail system, or

• Children/grandchildren of all Elected National Officers.
• Sponsor is currently a postal manager.
• Scholarship will be discontinued if the sponsor becomes a postal manager.

The Committee will base their evaluations with particular emphasis on leadership and volunteerism, the essay,
academic profile, and SAT or ACT score, if applicable. For Puerto Rico, the results of the PEAU Examination wiIJ be

accepted, if applicable, in lieu of SAT and ACTscores. Decisions of the Selection Committee will be final.

DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS AND ACCOUNTABILITY

• Once th'e student recipient is accepted into the academic program of their choice, APWU will deposit the
scholarship amount specified with the Student Financial Aid Office of the college or program. Once begun,
disbursements will continue consecutively for up to 3 years.

• The student recipient is responsible for providing the APWU with the disbursement request form and
student transcript, showing the official grades, prior to APWU generating payment for the next year.

• Scholarship funds will be disbursed to the school for payment of tuition, room, board, books or fees.

• Awar~sdre-forconti nu ous.years.of-study-at-the-selected-institution,- Students- must-notify.the.APWU--~~-
National Secretary-Treasurer before changing institutions or vocational programs.

• APWU may discontinue awarding new scholarships; however, once a recipient has been chosen, the
scholarship will continue as previously specified.
